distribution of donated human organs with potential recipients. A computer database is maintained at UNOS that includes the
relevant medical information of all individuals in the nation who are listed for a transplant. As organs become available, the
database is used to match the organs with the best potential recipient. A onetime fee of $812 is charged to list a registrant in the
database. As of 09/30/2016 there were 119,926 registrants on the waiting list. During fiscal year 2016, 30,747 transplants were
performed for 29,663 unique patients/recipients.
